DEP Summary – Fecal Coliform Sampling 2012

Recreational Use decisions based on sampling completed during the summer of 2012 will be reported in the 2014 PA Integrated Water Quality and Monitoring report that is submitted to Region III Environmental Protection Agency for approval.  The report is a narrative that describes the activities that various programs within the DEP have been conducting for the last two years relating to water.  Also, the report contains a five category list that details the status of all the waters in PA.  

Swiftwater Creek (2 sites), Buck Hill Creek (2 sites), Pocono Creek (1 site), Scot Run (1 site), and McMichaels Creek (1 site) will appear on Category 2 of the list for recreational use.  Category 2 lists streams with one or more uses (aquatic life, fish consumption, potable water supply, and recreation) attaining.
Forest Hills Run and Lake Creek will appear on Category 5 of the list for recreational use.  Category 5 includes impaired waters that will require a Total Maximum Daily Load (TMDL) to be completed in order for the stream to meet recreational use standards in the future.
Once the 2014 Integrated Report is approved by EPA, it will be available for the public on DEP's website.  Also, a visual representation of the assessments for all the streams in PA is currently available on DEP's public mapping sites, eMAPPA and WAVE (http://www.portal.state.pa.us/portal/server.pt?open=514&objID=637064&mode=2).
